Obituary of Milton StevensonRet. MSG Milton Thomas Stevenson (known to
many as Tom or Tommy), 66, passed away on October 13, 2009, at his home
in Citrus Springs, Florida. Tom was born in Burlington, Iowa, on April 27, 1943,
and moved to Florida with his family in 1952. He served in the U.S. Army
Special Forces during the Vietnam Era and was a recipient of the Bronze Star
Medal for meritorious service. His Army career ended after 18 years of service
at Ft. Sill, Oklahoma. In 1993, he was the 166th heart transplant recipient at
Shands Hospital, at the University of Florida in Gainesville. He survived 16
years as one of Shands' longest-living transplant patients. His family is
eternally grateful for the care he received from his transplant team at Shands.
He liked to fish, golf, "tinker", and had a special place in his heart for animals.
Cremation is by Roberts Funeral Home in Ocala, Florida. A Military burial will
be held at Bushnell Florida National Cemetery, on Tuesday, October 20, 2009,
at 11:00 a.m. In lieu of flowers, Tom wished donations be made to the Heart
Transplant Program at the Shands Transplant Center-University of Florida.
